3) WATER BILL DISPUTE – Jack Rasmussen
Jason Rasmussen came in and went over the bills with the board for Jack Rasmussen. There is only minimal usage in the home. August and September were normal and then it went up dramatically in October. Jason was asked to come down for some answers. Secretary Anissa McDonald stated that Ben Mower went out and checked the meter and the water went through the system.

Craig Nebeker with CRS suggested that we do a check on the amount of flow into our master meters. If the master meters are matching up closely then it will not be the meter. It was suggested that Anissa McDonald or Ben Mower will call Jason Rasmussen when they find out more about what is happening.
4) WATER BILL DISPUTE – Alisha Roberts
Alisha Roberts explained that they were renting in Ballard and just moved. Bills were always about the same between the two homes. She explained that in October the bill went up to about 87,000 gallons. She spoke with Secretary Anissa McDonald and Anissa informed her that she would have Ben Mower check the meter. Ben Mower’s findings were that the readings were accurate and that is the bill. She is curious as to why this happened and then the next month the bill was normal. Ben Roberts asked if this was a normal occurrence that happens often in Ballard. In July it was 17,000 gallons and this was the hottest month. Then in October it was a lot higher. Board Member Larry Henley stated that this is not a usual occurrence. When bills are high it is from either leaks or people using the water. Chairman Mark Reidhead suggested that we can drop the water down to our cost but that is about all we can do because the water was used. This is the route that is usually taken to make the bill a fair amount.
5) NEW WATER CONNECTION – Tyson Duncan
Tyson Duncan is asking to purchase a water hook-up to feed 3125 N. 3500 E by Montez creek reservoir. Craig Nebeker with CRS stated that this would come off the line that feeds our tank. If the tribe would supply the water, there should be enough flow. It is across the road on 3000 N. to the north side. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that we need to run this thru the model. Craig Nebeker stated that he can run this through for us. Tyson Duncan stated that he wants to build a home if he can get water. Secretary Anissa McDonald can let Tyson know the results of the model.  
6) NEW WATER CONNECTION – Shawn Taylor
Shawn Taylor lives south on 3500 and is wanting a water connection on the old Tryon property. The line ends across from Nile Mathisen where the pavement ends on 3500 E. Board Member Larry Henley stated that there were some problems in the past with the line going past onto Tryon’s property. Shawn Taylor stated that he would be building a home about 1000 feet from our line. Craig Nebeker with CRS stated that he would need to put in about a 2” pipe depending on the pressure of our water. Craig stated he will run the model on this property also. Secretary Anissa McDonald will call Shawn Taylor with the results of the model testing.
