1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

2) WATER CONNECTION– Joe & Linda Bowden

3) WATER CONNECTION – Kevin Lister

4) WATER CONNECTION – Loni Costello
James Costello stated that he is inquiring about purchasing water for property on 3000 N. It is the property of Rick Young up by Montez creek. Chairman Mark Reidhead explained that the pressure is not good up there and so we have not been letting more hook-ups going in.

Board Member Jesse Danley explained that we are currently trying to purchase property to dig a well for the district. It was stated that there needs to be at least 40lbs of pressure on their line to have more people on that line. Rick Young said that he had 10 lots approved in 2008 and then in 2014 they asked for 2 more homes be built. Only one of those 2 hook-ups was used. At this time, they are asking to let that the other hook-up be used for this new home.

Board Member Ronny Rich stated that as other homes have been built in the past, and it was a let’s look and see what another hook-up will do to the system he would like to see approval for this home and then do another study. There have been some scary years previously, but this year has been a very good year. It was stated that this year the homes were staying at 40 lbs. of pressure.

Chairman stated that he would be willing to approve the water connection contingent on getting a hydraulic study done again and approved. 

Motion was made by Board Member Ronny Rich approve the meter for Costello’s contingent on the results of the Hydraulic Model. 2nd by Board Member Jesse Danley. All in favor.

5) 2 WATER CONNECTIONS – Joe Archer
Joe Archer explained that he is looking to get water for 2 properties in the Mountain Side Subdivision. The wastewater approval has been completed with Tri-County Health for septic tanks. Joe explained that he wants to bring in 2 stick-built homes from Roosevelt area and put on those lots. 

It was stated that this area is prone to high water content, especially those in Hidden Valley Subdivision. It was suggested that we have Ben do a model on these before we give approval. Ronny Rich is uncomfortable with moving forward with these connections.

Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie approve the 2 water connections for Joe Archer in the Mountain Side Subdivision, contingent on the hydraulic model from Ben Mower. 2nd by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack. All in favor.

6) PLANNING PRINCIPAL FORGIVENESS AGREEMENT –
Chairman Mark Reidhead explained that we have been approved for $85,000 from Drinking water to help determine the lead content in the Ballard City homes. This study will help determine those that need to come into compliance with the State. There are certain requirements that we can follow, either use the money to hire people and equipment to help with the survey, or have our people do the testing. We will have to pay up-front costs of completing the survey, and then send in paperwork to get reimbursed. 

If a house is questionable with lead, after an inspection from the line to the house, Ben Mower will identify the potential home to the state. GIS has already identified the older homes in the area that might have lead in the lines. Those homes will go on a list and will be monitored until further notice from the state. We as a water district need to comply with the state’s requirements.

Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to go for and sign the planning principal service agreement and receive the grant as presented. 2nd by Board Member Bob Abercrombie. All in favor.

8) ENGINEER PROJECT UPDATES –
Water Line Project -- Mark Jensen with Jones & DeMille: said the partial pay for CKC is approved to be paid out tonight and the retention will be held until the project is complete.

Pump Stations -- Craig Nebeker with CRS stated that a pump line was discussed in our last meeting for Joe and Linda Bowden’s residence. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that information was received from the state for Joe Bowden to put in a homeowner’s pump system. There is a list of qualifications that will have to be submitted to the state. Ballard Water will have to monitor for the duration that the pump is used.

Chairman Mark Reidhead asked if this will just open a can of worms for those who want the same thing. Another suggestion would be to put in a pump station at the bottom of the hill to boost the system. We would have to monitor regardless. We haven’t been fans of pump stations in the past.  Right now, we haven’t been letting any new water hook-ups be allowed in that area. Craig Nebeker suggested that if we go this route, the pump be in a vault. Estimated cost would be approximately $526,000 to erect a pump system for materials and engineering costs.

It might be more cost effective to just let the homeowner put in an application and put the pump system in. We would still need to monitor the system to see if it is staying in compliance. It would still be the homeowner’s responsibility to put the system in.
