1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

2) RETIREMENT BENEFIT POLICY UPDATE–
It was explained that the Ballard City/Ballard Water Policy needed to be updated as per our URS Audit for 2022. The changes made included updating all tier 1 and tier 2 requirements in the Benefits Section of the Policy. Clarification showing that all Ballard City Council, Planning and Water boards are exempt from any URS benefits.

3) MAGI STUDY – 
Janell Braithwaite explained that she had been asked to help with the MAGI study and to make it simpler for the residents to understand why we are asking for their income. We also wanted to include in the letter a credit on the water bill if we received 70% of the surveys back.
She explained what would entail if we went for a grant and explained that in the research done from Rural Water, we would have to increase our billing to qualify for a grant. We explained that a raise did go into effect in January 2022 which increased our base rate up $20.00. We went over our current revenue with Janell Braithwaite and Curt Ludvigson with Rural Development (who was listening online). Curt Ludvigson indicated that with the revenue we have coming in, he thinks that we shouldn’t need to have the MAGI study at this time. We should be able to get the grants we need. Janell Braithwaite stated that she will check with Alisa Brawley with the Division of Drinking Water and make sure that we don’t need the study done.
It was stated that just because we qualify for 100 percent grant, we might not get 100 percent. It was brought up that because we get our source of water from the Ute Tribe the application for emergency water might have to be submitted through the Ute Tribe. Curt Ludwigsen stated that he will call Heath Price with Rural Development and see if this is something that might be approved if applied for an Emergency Community Water Assistance Grant (ECWAG) through Ballard Water. He stated that regardless our bills might need to be raised to help get the grant/loans. Ronny Rich asked if different grants work together with the Rural Water funding source. Curt stated that they work good together. 
4) FUTURE WELL LOCATION – Craig Nebeker
Craig Nebeker the Emergency Community Water Assistance Grant, (ECWAG) listed above sounds good. At the last meeting we asked for Craig to get us a quote for future well locations. He explained the way the geologist finds a well, he looks at surrounding wells and locations then look at the geologic formations in the area, then analyze the area that will tell him where the water is. Then they will look at property ownership and look at water rights of where we can drill the well. We will look at the cost to get the water to the system, along with finding a funding source. The quote will be based on what the district wants the engineers to do. It was suggested that we maybe have a work meeting to go over what needs to be done to get a clear direction for the project. A work meeting was scheduled for Wednesday August 31, at 6 p.m. to discuss a plan for CRS to follow for their quote.
5) 1500 EAST UPDATE – 
Jeff Baker explained the invoice for Johansen Construction is for the bonding cost that he has been carrying for the last 6 months but haven’t started the project yet. This is something that is usually recouped through payment requests when the project is started. They carry a bid bond, to cover the cost if a rebid is needed, there is a performance bond to cover their subs. Those will be paid up front. They have been carrying these bonds for 6 months and the project is projected to be started next week. It was approved by the board to pay this invoice at this time.
