1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Andrew Ercanbrack, Ronny Rich, Jesse Danley, Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – Bob Abercrombie
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present.
2) REVIEW MINUTES OF JUNE 15, 2021 – 

It was stated that our public Hearing held June 15, 2021, needed a more thorough explanation of the project and the cost we are asking for with CIB. We did mention that we we’re going to go after a grant/loan but didn’t expand much further. It was decided that we schedule another public meeting for August 31, 2021 and explain better for the public and our permanent record.

Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie to amend the minutes of June 15, 2021, to update the 1500 E. project public hearing to include the discussion of a grant/loan. 2nd by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack. All in favor. 
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3) SPECTRA CONTRACT- 

Board Member Bob Abercrombie explained that the SPECTRA contract would cover cyber security, along with malwar and ransomware security. We need to update our security for our city and water district to adhere to the state requirements for securities. There will be a monthly fee in the amount of $73o.00 a month split with the City. We need to motion to accept the joint SPECTRA contract for building security and IT Services.
Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to accept the SPECTRA Contract between Ballard City and Ballard Water Improvement District for IT Services.  2nd by Board Member Ronny Rich. All in favor.
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4) WATER RATE DISCUSSION- 
Ben Mower put together a usage register showing all usages in Ballard along with current costs and a cost of what that person would pay if we implemented changes. Ben Mower calculated these amounts from the percentage of the total water used in the month and what they would pay if all paid their fair share for the water. 
Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that he had Ben Mower create this to see who is using higher amounts of water. The more water we use the more the impact is put on the system. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that in a water seminar he attended they stated that those that use more water should pay more. We need to make enough money to operate our system along with enough money to make sure the bills are paid. 
Board Member Jesse Danley brought up the comments from the public regarding incentives to save water. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that Central Utah has some suggestions for dry scape incentives along with other things if residents convert part of their yards, but they would need to follow guidelines with an approved design and the red tape to get those incentives.

It was decided that we put Water Rate Discussion on the July 31 special meeting so we can go over in more detail usages and rates associated with our residents. Chairman Mark Reidhead asked all board members to do some homework and look at the examples before that meeting.

Water Connection Question -- Judy Hamblin was here explaining that the Feed Barn that was run by Mark Duncan has water and they would like to put that meter into commercial rates. There is a home on this property that Marilyn Duncan lives in and might need to have a new meter to keep it under residential. It was decided that Ben Mower go and investigate what needs to be done at that address. Chairman Mark Reidhead suggested that we put in a new connection and maybe defer the impact fee.
Water Rights Availability – Craig Nebeker with CRS was not able to attend the meeting but sent a letter explaining that water rights are available thru the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District. We need to schedule this for a discussion on the Sept. 21 meeting.

Well Discussion -- 2nd thing that Craig would like to discuss at our next meeting would be regarding drilling a well in the area. A Mark Chandler based in Salt Lake City would be willing to come out and discuss our options. We will put this on our Sept. 21 meeting.
