4) LEAD & COPPER ENGINEERING CONTRACT – CRS
Engineer Craig Nebeker stated that another government project we have going is regarding the lead and copper inventory that needs to be done. This is the proposal that CRS has come up with. We are supposed to report which resident, business or school has lead piping between the main line and the building. Deadline is Oct 16, 2024. We have been approved for a grant of about $85,000 that will be helpful in accomplishing this. CRS will build an app to collect the field data with each service connection and what type of line is used. Historical records will be looked at to help determine the construction date. Anything before 1991 needs to be especially reviewed. Along with service line, they will be collecting data on all residents’ private lines through a survey or letter, especially on the pre 1991 lines. To hit the deadline, we will need to start in the spring. This will take approximately 3 good months to accomplish. Proposal will be $37,300.00 from CRS.
