6) ENGINEER PROJECT UPDATES – 
Water Well Project – Jeff Baker stated that there was a letter from the Division of Water Quality with a few suggestions regarding our funding application sent earlier in the month. After a brief discussion regarding those questions, Jeff stated that he doesn’t think we need to address anything right away but will have to keep these things in mind at the fund closing.
Craig Nebeker went over the GIS topography showing the best possible places for possible well sites. He pulled up the GIS map showing Montez Creek area north of the creek. There were a couple of areas above the topography line that match the elevation so that we can get pressure to most all in our system. Craig stated that he recommends that we drill about 600 square feet. He would propose that we drill two exploratory wells and if we find 800 gallons per minute we stop, if we don’t find this, we can move closer to the other wells that are lower.
Currently we are using 200-acre feet per year. With the 800 gallons per minute, we would double what we use right now. To drill an exploratory well it could cost around $40,000 – 60,000 so it might double, depending on how many we need to drill. There is money in the budget if we must drill a couple of spots. It was asked if we must buy the well if we drill or not. It was stated that we work with the property owner that we buy it contingent on what we find. Ben Mower asked if we drill will we have a concern getting it over Montez creek? Craig stated that there will be a challenge whether we put in a jointless pipe or something else. Ben Mower stated that we might consider drilling a little to the west of where we are now looking to drill, it would be easier than dealing with Montez creek.
1500 E. Project – there was a partial pay for Johansen Construction submitted for over $175,000 that is getting paid today. Johansen Construction made it from 1000 S. to approximately 350 S. before the weather forced them to shut down for the winter. They will get back in the spring to finish.
