Mark Kettle asked if the whole sewer pipeline throughout Ballard belongs to Roosevelt. It was stated that 1500 E. is Roosevelt’s line. The rest of the system is Ballard City’s line. The sewer ponds belong to Roosevelt and we are contracted through them.

Ballard City will keep $1.50 from each resident for processing the bills. 2nd can will be raised $10.00 more than current rate. Commercial rates vary per sizes. 
Council Member Tom Nordstrom asked what the reason is for the increase. Mark Kettle explained that they have had a 10 – 15% increase to run the business anywhere from tires, insurance, load increases for the past few years. Council Member Tom Nordstrom stated that Uintah County has not raised their rates. It was stated that the rates were changed around 2005 and K & K never did raise their rates.

John Burgess asked if the water district has lost money in the last 5 years since the last increase. The answer is no, the district is doing fine. The proposed raise will be going to K&K Sanitation only. We only keep the $1.50 per resident that we have been collecting for years.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING NOT MORE THAN $800,000 WATER REVENUE BONDS, CALLING A PUBLIC HEARING, AND ESTABLISHING THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT, INTEREST RATE, MATURITY AND DISCOUNT OF THE BONDS; AND RELATED MATTERS.

6) EMERGENCY CONNECTION – Roosevelt City
Some months back in our Water Board meeting it was discussed that we combine a water connection between Roosevelt and the Water District on Lagoon Street for emergency situations. This is in case we have a failure in our system. If the Ute Tribe’s water had a problem, then we would be able to utilize and feed most of Ballard in an emergency through the Roosevelt Line and vice versa for Roosevelt. Roosevelt’s line terminates in front of the UBATC. 
Roosevelt would like to move ahead on this project and would like to get some feedback from Ballard. Vice Chairman Bob Abercrombie stated that he thinks this would be a good move. We are not sure of the cost yet and we would probably have to go after funding. This would be just the beginning of negotiations with Roosevelt. 
Board Member Jesse Danley has a concern regarding our relationship with the tribe. Board Member Larry Henley stated that this would be just in an emergency, and would not only help us but Roosevelt also. Vice Chairman Bob Abercrombie stated that we would need to contact the tribe and let them know of our intentions. Board Member Earl Hawkins stated that he thinks this would be a good thing based on what our needs are down the road.
