MINUTES

1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed everyone in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance include: Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Larry Henley, Jesse Danley, Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers. 

· Prayer – Bob Abercrombie
· Pledge of Allegiance – was said by all present
2) SEWER CONNECTION – Jesse Danley
Board Member Jesse Danley explained that he recently discovered that he is on Septic not sewer. He stated that he has been paying sewer since Sept. of 2008. The sewer hook-up fee was started in December of 2004. Jesse stated that he was having some sewer problems, so he had Tyler Webb put a camera down the line. That is when he told Jesse that he was not on city sewer.  
Board Member Jesse Danley is wondering if the District can reimburse him for all the years that he paid the sewer bill. Originally when you bought the sewer connection that is when the sewer bill starts. It also states that when someone new comes in, they have so many days to get hooked onto the sewer if it is available. With Jesse, he was told by his realtor that he was already hooked to the sewer.
Board Member Bob Abercrombie asked if he knows if there is a stub out from the sewer line. No one knows for sure. Jesse Danley indicated that Ben Mower knew he was not on the sewer. 
Craig Nebeker stated that Jesse needs to let Tri-County Health know what is going on so they won’t come after Jesse Danley because he has had sewer available and did not hook on. Board Member Larry Henley asked if there was an impact fee involved in 2004. They didn’t think it did. Larry suggested that we waive the impact fee in leu of giving back all the money. 
It was discussed that we just waive the impact fee. Jesse Danley asked if any extra that he has paid could be used to help with connecting to the sewer. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that the impact fee would have needed to be paid regardless and that it is fair that we waive the fee.

Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie to utilize the money spent since 2008 to present and waive the impact fee of $2500.00 for Jesse Danley. 2nd by Board Member Larry Henley. All in favor.

3) WATER TANK UPDATE– CRS Engineers

Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineers was in attendance and gave an update on the Water Tank. Construction is on hold because of the weather. The tank is full of water and they want to wait until warmer weather to make sure that it is water tight. From what Craig Nebeker can tell, it looks very good. He stated that when you fill the tank the pressure of the water is what seals the tank. They will have to wait until the thaw to see if the small seepage sealed good. It took 8 days to fill the tank slowly. They disinfected the tank before they filled the tank and then the water that came into the tank is culinary water from the tribe. They still need to flush the tank then refill to take the bacteria tests.
4) DRY GULCH IRRIGATION – Larry Henley

Board Member Larry Henley stated that last week there was a special meeting for Dry Gulch water users. EP Energy is willing to lease water shares for $1000.00 a share. Mark Kettle held a hand vote. There were 3 or 4 that was interested. Gayle McKeachnie suggested that the rest of the stockholders not at the meeting needed to have a vote. Board Member Larry Henley got a proxy for our shares and they told him there was nothing to vote on. The engineer from the state stated that this water is to be used as agricultural and livestock water only. 
Board Member Larry Henley just wanted to ask what the board wanted to do if it did come to a vote. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that Dry Gulch would risk losing High Lakes water & possibly Uintah River water. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that the farmers put in all the ditches and they would be upset if we leased the water to oil production. The Board decided that it should be a vote of no for Ballard Water District.
5) 1-5 YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT LIST -  
It was decided that the 1 year and 2-5 year capital improvement list stays the same. We just need to change the submission dates for the items.
6) PUBLIC INPUT-

Water Certificates -- Dale Betts has been trying to get the water certificates straightened out that his dad had not used yet. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that one was used for the carpet place, one for the house, then the line through the field. Dale thinks that there is maybe one water and one sewer still floating somewhere. His question is does he need to get another certificate in his name. It was decided that we put in the notes of what certificates are still available along with copies of the certificates, in Dale Betts name and location in Pelorus.
