5) FOLLOW-UP ON PAST MINUTES

Bill Dispute -- Lisa Ely was here to explain that her renters failed to pay rent or water for the time in the trailer. They then left and left a bill with the Water District for over 700.00. Lisa is responsible for paying the bill according to the district bylaws. She is wondering why they went so far without getting shut off. Chairman Mark Reidhead explained that during the COVID pandemic, we have not been shutting the water off to our residents. Lisa Ely explained she is frustrated and does not think it is her fault that we did not turn them off.  Board Member Larry Henley stated that it is up to her to turn the water off if the bills are not getting paid. It was explained that she gets a copy of the bill along with the tenant. 

Board Member Larry Henley gave a suggestion that in the future we put on the landlord’s bill somewhere that if the bill is not paid by the tenant, it is the responsibility of the landlord. It was stated that there is not much room on the bill information section to add that big of a message. Our bylaws are written for this reason and if we give here a break, we would be opening the door for other renters in this same situation. Chairman Mark Reidhead apologized but said there is nothing we can do to help with this situation.
Future 1500 E. Sewer Project -- The city has a joint project with Roosevelt going down 1500 E. to 1000 S. This project does not include the water line, but we might want to improve the line from the highway on down to 1000 S. while this project is going on. The project will not be ready to be started until about 2022.
We need to add this to the CIB funding list for the 1 year. We could put this together with the master plan along with the secondary culinary water project for one larger amount funded. In speaking with Engineer Craig Nebeker, to add a couple of projects together, might be more feasible proposal.
Mark would like to have a 1 or 2 page bid from the engineers to show what scope of work they can offer us. Craig stated that the state procurement laws state that this should not be based on price. Once you have picked the engineer, then you can discuss price. That way the engineer is based on qualifications not just price. 

Water Bill Dispute resolved -- Past minutes discussion with Jason Rasmussen regarding Jack Rasmussen’s bill and the usage for a prior month. It was decided that we put the bill down to the minimum of $800.00 for usage that was used. Jack Rasmussen’s wife came in and paid the $800.00 which was a percentage of what was owed. 
Another resident was Alisha Roberts which the board also stated to drop down to the minimum amount. She has come in and we are working with her on paying the amount owed.

Craig Nebeker stated that the Montez creek water model showed that there was enough water for a resident above the tank but that there isn’t enough water pressure for fire flow in that area. The tank gets the water first then the residents above the tank will get their water. The issue will be getting the water line across the property to this resident’s house.
