5) CONTRACT DISCUSSION
The Bond closing almost didn’t happen again due to the contract dates ending in 2029 with the Tribe. The CIB attorneys decided that Mark Reidhead and Anissa McDonald could make the decision to shorten the loan time due to the contract. 
Currently we do have a signed contract with Johnson Water stating that, if need be, we can get water from them. We would just have to put the money into hooking on with them along with adding pipelines etc.

Duchesne Water Conservancy District has sent us a letter saying that there is a possibility to buy some water rights from them which would help us in the long run. They stated that there is 2500-acre feet for municipal use. Craig indicated that because of what is happing with the Colorado water, if we don’t put the water rights to good use here in the area, the government could send the water somewhere else and overrule the states’ rights. If we owned some water rights it would help with other longtime funding. 
6) ENGINEERING UPDATES –
a) 1500 E Project:
Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineering updated us on the 1500 E. project. The bond closing was completed and the money is now available. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that there might be another construction meeting to get started with the project. We want to get going on this project as soon as we can. Craig indicated that Ben Mower stated that Johansson Construction is willing to work with our schedule.
b) Utah Division of Water Rights Application:
There is an application in with the Utah Division of Water Rights for the possibility of drilling a well for the amount $7,216,000.00. They have quite a bit of money available for projects. They will let us know what their board recommends seeing if this is a package is what we would be interested.
