MINUTES
Item
1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed everyone in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are, Board Members Larry Henley, Bob Abercrombie, Andrew Ercanbrack, Jesse Danley and Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
Prayer – Bob Abercrombie
Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present
2) CULVERT AT K&K SANITATION – Mark Kettle
Mark Reidhead stated that he along with Board Member Bob Abercrombie looked at the driveway going in K&K. The high spot is on the West side of the roadway. Mark Kettle stated that David Kettle spoke with the State Road Department regarding the highway updates made to the roadway in front of K & K driveway. The driveways along the highway use to be lower, therefore the water would not pool at each location like it does now.
Mark Kettle indicated that there use to be a bar ditch and maybe the state needs to be involved with fixing this situation. Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineers stated that he believes the UDOT right-of-way would probably be around the fence line, in which case the problem K & K is having is on the state right-of-way. Craig Nebeker still states that the grading as it is now, is what it was before we ran our new line.
Chairman Mark Reidhead will make an appointment with the state department and see what our options will be for that area. Along with the state, Craig Nebeker stated that CRS could come and survey the area for a 2nd time and see if there is a discrepancy with what the survey was when the project was started. The construction company has 1-year warranty and if there is a discrepancy then we can get the construction company come back and remove some of the dirt. 
3) MONTEZ CREEK AREA WATER– 
Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineers brought a map of the water district boundary on the northern edge and indicated that it is about ½ mile above the tank. He stated that our line is served from the tribe which has very little pressure above the tank. The question is whether the tank would be able to serve up to two miles above the tank. Craig Nebeker asked Nathan Hall, District Engineer if maybe we would need an additional storage tank for fire flow. Nathan Hall stated that fire flow and pipe capacity would be dictated thru Uintah County. If Uintah County suggests we need fire flow, we would have to work that into the design for water pressure. Craig Nebeker also indicated that if the infrastructure was already in place, the district would be more inclined to annex that area into the district.

To get that infrastructure in place we would need to build a new tank to provide gravity pressure or put in a booster pump. This would have to pull quite a bit for fire flow. There are a few possibilities, but it would cost quite a bit.
Nathan Hall stated that the options for funding could be to propose to another bigger water district to help. We could go thru CIB or other agencies. If homeowners got together for an HOA they could get one good well then feed other homes.
Craig Nebeker said we would need approximately 3 miles of line and a pump and would cost roughly 3 million dollars. Connie Dye asked regarding any grants that might be available. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that the grant money comes from community impact boards and those are far and few between at this time. If you can get a grant it would also come with a loan.
Board Member Larry Henley stated that in his opinion Ballard Water would not be able to take on another large loan at this time. 
4) CRS SERVICE AGREEMENT –
Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that he would like to send the CRS Service Agreement to Attorney Clark Allred to go over the wording etc before we sign for them.
Craig Nebeker asked if we wanted to go ahead with the water master plan as proposed for $47,500. Ballard water would have to pay $23,750 if we went for a CIB grant. Board Member Larry Henley suggests that we go ahead so that everything with sewer and water is in the same GIS system. Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack asked how long the studies last. Craig Nebeker stated that the state suggests updating every 5 to 8 years. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that if we put this on the GIS system, in the future we can update easier. Craig Nebeker stated that a lot of our system is already with the GIS. It was suggested we put the Water Master Plan on the next agenda to finalize project.
5) REVIEW & CORRECT MINUTES – 
June 16, 2020
Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to accept the Minutes of June 15, 2020 as written. 2nd by Board Member Larry Henley. All in favor.
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6) FOLLOW-UP ON PAST MINUTES
Sewer Line -- Lisa Ely stated that the sewer system is still having problems and she stated that Ballard Water District was going to take care of the problem in the spring. We received one bid from Webb’s but have not seen anything else. The bid was for approximately $19,000. We should work on getting at least one more bid and get this fixed. Lisa Ely stated that the problem is just getting worse and needs cleaned out frequently. Craig Nebeker stated that Webb’s Plumbing was going to hire another company to dig out the line. It was stated that Boston Shivers has the ability for the pipe bursting.
Craig Nebeker also suggested Dustin McCormick for another bid. Chairman Mark Reidhead will get with Ben Mower and call Dustin to see what can be done.
7) FINANCES:  Checks, Statements, Reports and Budget
Finances were gone over and approved.
8) ADJOURN WATER BOARD MEETING
Motion was made by Board Member Larry Henley to adjourn Water Board Meeting at 6:55 p.m. 2nd by Board Member Jesse Danley.  All in favor.
