6) ENGINEER PROJECT UPDATES –
1500 E. Water Line Project -- Jeff Baker with Jones & DeMille was in attendance and indicated that we are close to being completed with the 1500 E. Water Line Project, so a punch list has been started for the contractor. Some of the items include cleaning up and or fixing items to complete the project. There is some concrete that they will need to replace for some of the sidewalks etc. We are hoping for completion by the end of June. Jeff stated that he sent over a pay request from Johansen Construction for payment. There was a discussion regarding what was left in the PTIF for the rest of the project. We will need to complete the project with our money. It was suggested that we utilize $100,000 from our impact fees and take the other $200,000 plus out of other sources.

Water Well Project -- Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineers updated the board regarding the acquisitions that we are trying to acquire for drilling a well. It has not been going great so far but they did come across some property for sale in the same vicinity. It looks like the property would produce some good water. The property is further away from the tribe water projection. It was stated that the cost for pipe and infrastructure needed would increase. Craig asked the board if we would like to keep pursuing a few of the property owners in the area already suggested or start other avenues further north. Craig suggested that as we approach the landowners, we suggest a 2-year contract and see if we can find water. This would include money up front to secure. It was mentioned that Roosevelt City’s, Durgen well is a concern for the property owners. People don’t want to sell if the water is going to be taken away from the Roosevelt well.
It was suggested that we look at the Richman property before we go further north and see if this could be a solution. Craig stated that we need to look at how much we are going to spend on pipe and see what would be more advantageous. 
Water Line Maintenance – Craig Nebeker with CRS has aided Ben Mower which included color-coding properties in our system that were created before 1997. This will help tell which pipes could have lead problems. They figure that it is only about 15% of our system that would have this problem.
7) EMPLOYEE RAISE –
Chairman Mark Reidhead discussed what was given the employees last year in the amount of $2.00 per hour for raises. This amount was split with City. It was proposed by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack that we give the same amount this year. After a brief discussion it was decided that we approve a $2.00 an hour raise split with the city.
