3) UTE TRIBE CONTRACT – Brett Prevedel 
It was indicated that with the funding from CIB for the water tank, Attorney Clark Allred stated that we need to increase our contract with the Ute Tribe. We must show that we can pay back a 30-year loan.

Brett Prevedel was here to speak regarding the Ute Tribe Contract. He indicated that he worked the numbers with the original contract and would like to volunteer his time to work with renewing our contract with the Ute Tribe. 
Ben Mower stated that there is an urgency with getting this done so we can resume work on the tank. We should have a new contract in hand. We are ready to bid the project but need to wait for a resolution in our contract. We have 12 years left out of 25 years on the contract. If we want Brett to explore the possibility he would be glad to do that and find out what the process will consist of. 
Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that if Bret can find out what we need to do, and let them know that the board members are willing to meet with them that would be appreciated. Brett Prevedel would like a copy of the current contract so he can go take that into them.  It was suggested that we at least get a letter of intent as soon as we can.
4) HILLTOP WATER TANK #2 – Daren Anderson
Daren Anderson introduced Craig Nebeker as CRS’s structural engineer for the tank project. The plans have been submitted to the state for review. If we were closer to closing on the bond we would get the bids out. Daren Anderson stated that everything has gone well on the project from his view point.

The next bill will probably be a large bill also. Ben Mower stated that our cost would be approximately $210.00 vs. the bill of $694.50.
