3) WATER BILL DISPUTE – R. Boren/J. Rasmussen
Ranae Boren stated that when they moved into their home, they didn’t know that Jack Rasmussen had the house set up to water with culinary water along with the Irrigation water not being turned off. She indicated that they were watering with both and their bill is high because of that. 
The bill for Jolene Rasmussen had the same problem and so her culinary water bill is now over $800.00. They have remedied the problem with a temporary fix. Ben Mower asked if it was physically disconnected because it will need to be in the future. After some feedback from the board, they will work on fixing the problem so that it doesn’t happen in the future.

The Boren’s are asking the board if they can each get a reduction in their water bill. After some discussion the board Ronny said that he would be willing to see it lowered. Ben Mower stated that we can lower it to what we would pay it for but we wouldn’t be making any money. 
Ben Mower stated that if we lower it to the wholesale price, the price for Jolene to pay would be $546.00 and for the Boren’s we can lower it to $898.00. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that it makes it hard to go much lower because the water was obviously used. We understand the mistake, but we need to cover our costs here in the office.

Board Member Jesse Danley agrees with Chairman Mark Reidhead in that we lower it to what was stated above. Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack agrees. Board Member Bob Abercrombie would like to see us go to the wholesale cost as well.
Ben Mower suggests that we keep that cost but work with the payments so there are no late fees until paid off. 

Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to lower Boren’s bill to the wholesale price of $898.00 and lower Jolene Rasmussen’s bill to $546.00. 2nd by Board Member Jesse Danley. All in favor.

4) THE RANCHES MAJOR SUBDIVISION –

Ben Mower state that he doesn’t see a problem with giving a water letter of service but would like to wait to sell the connections and put them in the ground until we hook to the Roosevelt line due to water shortage issues that we might have again this year. 
It was decided that we give a letter of service for the first phase of 4 homes on 2500 E. then come in each phase with showing when and where to put more in.

Motion was made by Board Member Jesse Danley to approve the 4 water connections and give the Richard’s a letter of service. 2nd by Board Member Ronny Rich. All in favor.

5) MAGI STUDY – 
Chairman Mark Reidhead went over what needs to be done next regarding the Magi Study. If we go ahead with the study, we will need to have a 70 percent return sent in the Rural Water. We are worried that the residents won’t send it in because the survey is asking for their annual income along with their name.

It was brought up that the survey not only helps with Rural water grants it would also help to show the magi for future CIB grants/loans. Don Richards suggested that we simplify the letter to explain what magi is and suggest instead of adjusted gross income to say that we need the household income for the year. In addition, if we could have Chairman Mark Reidhead or Bob Abercrombie sign the letters as opposed to Janel Braithwaite that might be more familiar to the residents and they might disclose more information.
6) PROPERTY TAX RATE APPROVAL
