1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

1500 E. Water Line Project – Jeff Baker stated that the 1500 E. project was started last week. They started on 1000 So working towards Lagoon St. They will be working as long as they can into the winter.
Water Well Project -- The geology work is being done for the well project. Craig Nebeker with CRS stated that two weeks are completed from the kickoff of the project. They will have three locations narrowed down by the next board meeting for us to look at. They are currently looking at well logs from Roosevelt and surrounding areas. Board Member Bob Abercrombie asked if oil and gas logs are being looked at. Craig Nebeker stated that they are looking at oil and gas logs but we won’t be drilling as deep as those.

Jeff Baker with Jones & DeMille stated that the state sent us a funding checklist which was sent to Chairman Mark Reidhead and Secretary Kaelyn Meyers as well. As Jeff Baker gets more information regarding the bond closing documents and the information needed, he will send the information over to Kaelyn to send into the state. He stated that Rights-of-way will be needed for the entire system, and they will start working on compiling and getting Attorney Clarks input and help with the rights-of-way project.
