MINUTES

1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed everyone in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are: Board Members Mark Reidhead, Bob Abercrombie, Larry Henley, Jesse Danley, Earl Murphy, and Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – Earl Hawkins
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present
2) WATER TANK UPDATE–Daren Anderson
Daren Anderson with CRS Engineering, stated that we have received the permit from the state to build tank. Before we have our Bond closing it is required that the agreement from the tribe is completed and we have secured a bid for the project.

Daren Anderson suggests that we start the bidding next month so that we are not starting the bidding project in January. We can get bids by January so that we can get the bond closed. This still could take a couple of months with the bond closing. If all goes well, we could then start the project in the spring. It was stated that if we start in the spring, the contractor will have a whole building season to complete the project.

Board Member Larry Henley asked how long we have to get the project started before the state won’t give us the money. Daren Anderson stated that as long as we are moving forward with the project the state shouldn’t rescind the money. 
3) WATER CONTRACT– 
Brett Prevedel was here and stated that he has been visiting back and forth with the tribe and Attorney Clark Allred. The Ute Tribe has gotten a committee together to go over the contract. They wanted to make sure that things were gone over and they do their part in addressing the contract. They hope to have a decision regarding the contract around Thanksgiving. Then the contract can go to their attorney. They think they can have the whole thing done by the end of the year. 
Brett Prevedel thinks that there might be a negotiation of the terms on the contract. He will keep in contact with the tribe at least every two weeks during this process.
4) WATER CONNECTION PURCHASE– 
There is a resident that is wondering if we can buy back the water meter that she isn’t using. Chairman Mark Reidhead said that if the meter is already in the ground it will stay with the house. 
We will get more information and answer that when she comes in.

5) XPRESS BILL PAY-
Secretary Anissa McDonald stated that she received a cost from our current credit card merchant First Data and the rates will be going up. She showed the board different costs that she has researched. It was decided that we try to have Jake with Xpress Pay come out and speak with the board regarding the cost of implementing this for our residents. Board Member Larry Henley would like to see a comparison of costs.
6) PUBLIC INPUT

NEW RESIDENT CONCERNS -- Shirley Riley is here regarding her water bill. She stated that she purchased the property at 2884 S. 1500 E. She indicated that she hasn’t moved into the home yet and might be renting this place out instead of living there.

She filled out new customer form and Lora Riley came into the office and paid the deposit to start services at the end of July.  She stated that she told us that she didn’t want any garbage service. 
It was stated that Ben Mower had told Jason Riley that it would be OK for him to turn on the water the Saturday after the deposit was paid if that would be easier. That is when service was started in the office. 

Shirley Riley indicated that there has been no water turned on and she has been getting water from Fillingam’s property when needed. She stated that she thinks that Jason was told when your mother is ready he can turn it on. She indicated that Jason Riley did turn the water on only a couple of weeks ago. She stated that she shouldn’t have to pay for water that she didn’t use.
After a discussion between Board Members and Shirley, it was suggested that we take off the charges for July and August and charge her for September only along with the fee of $25.00 for Ben taking the lock off the meter for Jason to turn it on. Office Staff was also instructed to pull the garbage and remove the charges for the can.  Shirley said to leave the water turned on and she will make payments from here on.
WATER THIEFT – Board Member Earl Hawkins stated that there was a BLM truck pulled up next to the fire hydrant up the road by 1500 E. One truck took off fast, and the second one the driver was standing by the hydrant. He did not see a hose at the time but is worried that water is being taken.
