1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Andrew Ercanbrack, Jesse Danley, Secretaries Anissa McDonald, and Kaelyn Meyers. Board Member Ronny Rich was not in attendance at this meeting.
· Prayer – Bob Abercrombie
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present.
2) FIRE SUPPRESSION– Joe Archer
Mitch Collett was in attendance for Joe Archer to see if he can get water connections and was told that he needed to see if there is fire suppression on the subdivision just south of Hidden Valley. It was stated that on 3500 E. there is good fire flow. They would just need to make sure they put in a fire hydrant.
Mitch Collette will check with Joe Archer and to see if that is the property he is wondering about or if he has property in another area that doesn’t have fire suppression. Craig Nebeker stated that there should be plenty of fire suppression at that address and the model shows that there should be connections available. They are asking for a will serve letter for water including that a fire hydrant will have to be installed at that time.
3) WATER CONNECTION – Joe & Linda Bowden
Linda Bowden explained that she is purchasing some property from Max Rasmusen. He explained that he still has some water hookups that can be used and that he has a letter explaining that no impact fee will be charged for him either. 
Chairman Mark Reidhead explained that at the time of the letter (which he had a copy and was written in 2004), it stated at this time no impact would be charged. The minutes of July 2014 and again in Sept. 2018 it was decided that we would charge an impact for all certifications that are still not used. That includes the outstanding certifications that Max Rasmussen has.  
It was stated that Joe & Linda Bowden would need to pay the impact fee for water hook-ups that were purchased prior to 2002. The cost would be $4200 per connection.
4) FINAL BOND RESOLUTION FOR WATER REVENUE BONDS --

Lead and copper project – This is progressing, and we have a year to get the inventory done.
