1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance are Board Members Jesse Danley, Ronny Rich, Andrew Ercanbrack, Bob Abercrombie, Secretaries Anissa McDonald, and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – Ronny Rich
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present
2) WATER CONNECTION – Tyson Duncan
Tyson Duncan explained that he asked for a water hook-up earlier in the year and was asked to come back in to see if he can get a water hook-up for his property close to the tank. It was stated that there is better pressure there now than there was earlier. Tyson Duncan stated that he will be feeding livestock. Board Member Ronny Rich stated that he thinks the problems have been resolved and that he is in favor of this water connection. Chairman Mark Reidhead suggested that he maybe hook onto the main line. It might be better than tying onto the small line that feeds Ronny Rich’s house. Chairman Mark Reidhead said he will speak with Ben Mower regarding where to hook on. He asked if he could purchase the meter this year and then build in the spring. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated yes.

Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to sell a water connection to Tyson Duncan. 2nd by Board Member Ronny Rich. All in favor.

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3) GARBAGE CONTRACT –
Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that our Garbage contract is due for renewal and suggests we should put this out to bid. Mark Kettle stated that they just renewed with Roosevelt at the same price as we are currently and would be able to do that with Ballard also. The current contract was for a 5 year and then was extended another 3 years. Chairman Mark Reidhead will call Attorney Clark Allred and see what needs to be done to appease the state.
4) BUDGET REVIEW –
Budget was reviewed with some minor questions. Board was asked to take home and we can still make comments during the public hearing. Secretary Kaelyn Meyers will schedule the public hearing for the November meeting.
5) ENGINEER UPDATE – 

1500 e. Water Line Project – Eric Major gave an update regarding the CIB 1500 E. water line project. During the CIB meeting there was some excess funds and so it was decided by Ben and Eric to ask for some additional funding. They asked for same grant and loan split at $560,000 grant and $240,000 in loan for a total of $800,000 and $100,000 as applicant cash. The scope of work will still be the same with an increase in materials. If the bids come in lower and we didn’t need all that money it was stated in the CIB meeting that they would be able to reduce the bid for us so we could reduce the loan and annual cost. For the materials that might take a while to receive it was suggested that we buy those in advance.

Water Master Plan -- Fernando Rivera with CRS updated the board on the Water Master Plan. They will be getting Jones & DeMille a draft by November 1. It was suggested that we have a public meeting so that we can explain to the residents the proposed solutions that was brought up in previous meetings regarding the water resources available to the district. 

6) CIB 1-5 YEAR PROJECT LIST REVIEW –
Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that the ARPA money might have about $800 million available for grants soon. This will include all projects throughout the state. If there is any project that the district can come up with, this would be a great opportunity to ask for grant money. Chairman Mark Reidhead asked if the money would actually help with the rural cities or if it will be just for larger cities. It was stated that we can hope we would be included. There was a couple of suggestions regarding the one-year projects that we could think about adding. A sewer project was suggested, and Eric Major will look at our Sewer master plan and get back with us for a good area for the project

Motion was made by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack to approve the minutes of September 23, 2021, as written. 2nd by Board Member Bob Abercrombie. All in favor.
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8) FOLLOW-UP ON PAST MINUTES

SEWER CONNECTION – Chairman Mark Reidhead brought up that Bennie Cifuentes has asked regarding the sewer at the property that they are looking to build a home just north of the bread store on 1000 N. In 2013 they were approved for a variance so that they can put in a septic system because of a hardship to hook to the sewer. The closest homes are on septic but the new homes in the area did hook to the sewer and have a pump system at each home. Chairman Mark Reidhead is asking the board whether to approve or not approve a variance to our sewer ordinance and OK them putting in a septic tank. It was decided that the variance given in the 2013 meeting will stand and they can put in a septic tank.
HEAT PROGRAM -- Anissa stated that we got our MOU for the HEAT program. Everything should be a go for residents to apply for water assistance.
9) FINANCES:  Checks, Statements, Reports and Budget
Finances were gone over and approved.
