A Public Hearing to receive input from the public with respect to the issuance of the governing board of the Ballard Water & Sewer Improvement District water revenue bonds, series 2017, in one or more series.  In the aggregate principal amount, not to exceed $800,000 (the “series 2017 bonds”); to finance water system improvements, including the removal of an existing water tank, installation of a new water tank, tank valve, outlet box, tank controls, leak detection system, and the installation of water lines and site fencing; and related improvements.
Resolution agenda language: A resolution authorizing $600,000 water revenue bonds, series 2017, to finance water system improvements; and related matters.

Eric Johnson, Bond Attorney stated that he is in attendance to answer any questions regarding the final bond resolution for the water tank. Board Member Bob Abercrombie explained to the public, that we wouldn’t be getting funding if we didn’t need the tank. Board Member Earl Hawkins asked what the interest rate will be. Eric Johnson explained that it will be a 2 ½% interest loan. This can be prepaid anytime with no penalty. There is a stipulation that if we fall into arears the interest rate will go up to 18%. We are encouraged that if we get into trouble that we call and make arrangements.

It was stated that the timing on bidding out the project should be in the late spring. If the bids come into us high, this could be the only problem to getting money. We would at that point need to go back to CIB to petition for an additional amount.

3) Water annexation – Rick Young
There was a discussion regarding whether or not to schedule another public hearing for the water annexation. She stated that she will bring all the necessary paper to the public hearing which will be scheduled April 18, 2017. 
4) Water & sewer hook-up- Johnny Daniels
Johnny Daniels is here regarding a water and sewer hook-up for a new home to be built at approximately 1600 E. 575 S. Ben Mower indicated to Board Member Bob Abercrombie that if Johnny goes with a sewer line, they need a right-of-way from Verden Heaton. Ben Mower suggests to the board that either option, hooking onto the sewer or a septic would work but the sewer would need to be pumped.

It was stated that their property is approximately 260 feet from our main. Our ordinance states that they hook onto the sewer if closer than 300 feet. Johnny stated that he would like to do a septic. The board decided that they could go either way.

6) Victory pipeline water – 

Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that he attended a Uintah County water conservancy district meeting with all the district managers from the area along with commissioners. The purpose of the Victory Pipeline water is to add to the master plan for culinary water and secondary water for entities in the area. If Uintah County doesn’t agree to utilize some of this water the Master water plan would all go straight to Duchesne County. Nothing was decided except that maybe we should help out with the master plan. Ballard Water District needs to put this in our mind that we need to be a part of this master plan. Not sure the cost 
Chairman Mark Reidhead brought up the emergency water that the counties are asking us to be a part of. He stated that Roosevelt is doing a lot with cedar view right now and we decided that our elevations are about the same. A suggestion might be to utilize a connection on 1000 N. on 1500 E. coming from Cedar View. Chairman Mark Reidhead asked if we want this route to be considered for a connection to use Victory pipeline water or only as an emergency only connection. If we wheel through Roosevelt, the cost can’t help with the upgrade of their lines along with upgrading our own. Clyde Watkins feels that if we connect at least somewhere and start taking the 45 acre feet of the victory water, it would look good to the state. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that there are different people on the Duchesne water conservancy district board that wants to help us and see us hook on. 

Board Member Larry Henley stated that we wanted to connect but we just can’t afford what they wanted. 

Board Member Bob Abercrombie asked if we should schedule more meetings and get a dialog going. He will look into this.
