3) SEWER RATE INCREASE REVIEW – 
Per our contract with Roosevelt City, when Roosevelt raises their rates, we have 90 days to raise our rates. Roosevelt city has raised their rates for Single family residence $5.00.  Large commercial is going from $75.00 to $96.56 and other commercial from $25.00 to $32.19. Our proposal includes: Residential will go from $25.00 to $30.50, Small Commercial from $30.00 to $36.50 and Large Commercial will go from $30.00 to $98.00. We will have a public hearing next month to see what the public’s feelings are. Mark Kettle asked if we have a public hearing and the public says no what that would do. It was stated that we would take all comments into consideration and then base our decision on what we can do.
4) K&K SANITATION RATE INCREASE REVIEW –
Mark Kettle stated that it costs money to run a business and with oil, tires etc. going up, they would like to propose a raise of the rates $2.00 a resident. 2nd can will be $10.00 across the board. Dumpsters will go up $10.00 a month. 2 times a week dump will go up as it is dumped.  Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that we will schedule a public hearing February 21, 2017 to propose the rate change.
Board Member Larry Henley said the last time we raised the rate it was because of fuel costs. K & K Sanitation Contract was gone over and when the contract was drawn up, K & K bid the contract out lower than what we were currently paying them. Ballard kept paying the cost we were already paying. 

Chairman Mark Reidhead asked if we could get a print out of what the rates will be so that we can get a public hearing ready.

Mark Kettle stated that they appreciate Ballard and enjoy living here and serving the public. They have been in business for 40 years come fall. 
5) PERMANENT COMMUNITY IMPACT FUND REVIEW – 
The current list for the 1 year and the 2-5 year looks good. It was decided that we remove the Water Tank from the 1 year and add a new description as Hydrant Project for 200,000 all grant.
6) CONTRACTOR ORDINANCE TITLE 2.19 – 
It was decided that we add a section to the Contractor Ordinance that says that we encourage utilizing local contractors. It was decided to schedule a Public Hearing on February 21, 2017 for the ordinance update.
7) WATER & SEWER HOOK-UP – 
Property west of the Ballard City building is for sale and Ryan Eldredge is looking at purchasing it. Daren Anderson stated that we need to run the sewer 10 feet away from the water line. It was stated that Eldredge’s would have to run the main down to their property. Ryan was told that Impact and Connection fee for both water and sewer would be $9000.00. It might be possible that we could waive the impact fee for them extending the line. 
8) PUBLIC INPUT –
Dry gulch Irrigation annual shareholder meeting is coming up. Chairman Mark Reidhead is asking if we want to do anything on the vote. Usually someone from Dry Gulch calls him but no one has this year. It was decided that we will hold off on this until someone calls.
9) OFFICE / PROJECTS REPORT
Daren updated that all easements are signed. Breaking ground for the tank we can bid late April and start construction in May. We approved 2 water connections for the right-of-way. Instead of the water connections they would like us to build a roadway graveled across their property. Temporarily we will use it for building the tank. The roadway will be their graveled road for them to use.
