1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. All in attendance include Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Andrew Ercanbrack, Ronny Rich, Jesse Danley, Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers.
· Prayer – Deferred 
· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present.
2) PUBLIC HEARING –
A public hearing to receive input from the public with respect to the issuance of Ballard Water & Sewer Improvement District’s water revenue bonds, in one or more series, in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $280,000 for water system improvements, including water connections, valves, water lines, etc., and related improvements, and related matters.

Motion by Board Member Robert Abercrombie to go out of our regular meeting and enter the public hearing to approve the final bond resolution for the 1500 E. Water Line Project. 2nd by Board Member Jesse Danley. All in favor.

Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that the purpose of the public hearing is to explain the bonding process for the grant/loan that the Water District has applied for to help with the 1500 E. Water line improvements. 

Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that the Permanent Community Impact Fund Board has offered Series 2022 Bonds in the total principal amount of $240,000 with an interest of one-half of one percent (0.50%) per annum. Eric Johnson with Blaisdell, Church & Johnson, LLC indicated that with the loan the district will receive grant money in the amount of $560,000.
It was stated that Ballard City will be rebuilding 1500 E. from the highway to 1000 S. This includes widening the roadway and adding sidewalk curb and gutter. In conjunction with the city rebuilding the roadway, the Water District is going to replace all the water lines along that same route along with tying a connection onto Roosevelt Cities water lines for a secondary source of water. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that the water rate changes that were approved at a previous meeting will help with this project and future line upgrades.


Secretary Anissa McDonald brought up that the resolution loan value of $280,000.  This is because CIB requires a buffer above the loan of 240,000 in case of any changes or inflation of costs. 


Mark Kettle stated that since our last discussion to raise the water rates for all the residents, he suggests that the next time we look at raising the rates, we raise the mill levy. This would affect all property owners and not just those with water connections. He feels that this would be a better way to recoup more money into the district to help with infrastructure.


After some discussion it was stated by Craig Nebeker with CRS Engineering, that Uintah County would only be able to raise the levy very little. There is a maximum that can be charged for property taxes. 

Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie to close out of our public hearing and back into our regular meeting. 2nd by Board Member Andrew Ercanbrack. All in favor.

5) WATER CONNECTION APPROVAL – Clate Miller
Clate Miller explained that he is asking for approval for water connections. He is going to build homes on 2 empty lots next to Chad Riches on 1000 N. along with 1 home on 2500 E. All lots are in the Rich Subdivision. Board Member Bob Abercrombie explained that Ben Mower mentioned that any water hook-ups need to be run thru the model. Craig Nebeker stated that he spoke with Ben Mower and that the only area that we need to run any water model on would be the North sections of the district. As far as water hookups in the city we should be fine with water flow. The water shortage that we had last year was more from the water problems from our supplier. We shouldn’t have many problems with hook-ups in the city and we do have a 2nd source of water now if we do run into problems.
Chairman Mark Reidhead suggested that all water connections within the city limits can to through Ben Mower for final decisions. Properties in the north sections should speak with Ben and then come into the District Meeting for final approval.

7) ENGINEERING UPDATES –
1500 E. Water Line Project -- Jeff Baker with Jones & DeMille updated the Board on the 1500 E. water line project. He brought a copy of the advertisement for bids. He suggests that we put this in the local paper to advertise on Monday and run it for 3 weeks along with posting ad on the state site. Craig Nebeker with CRS suggested that we give enough time to vet the bids that come in. Jeff Baker stated that we are asking for qualifications to be included in all bids. It was decided that we open the bids at 1 p.m. at Jones & DeMille office on Tuesday February 15 and then award the bid at the next water board meeting in March. 
The engineers met with Roosevelt city regarding the vault on 1500 E. Craig Nebeker stated that overall, Roosevelt is OK with the plans. Craig stated that there were some tweaks with the piping inside the vault made to the plans.
Master Plan – Craig Nebeker stated that the Water Master Plan is all but completed. They are finishing and reviewing what we have with Ben Mower before publishing this to the general public. Craig Nebeker suggests we have an open house to include the residents’ options for future development. This will be a living document that can be changed all the time. Chairman Mark Reidhead asked what the timeline is to review for the board and then we can schedule an open house to welcome the publics input. With all this done it could be around April that we can finalize the adoption of the Plan.
